Ex Libris, in its essence, serves as a kind of link between traditional visual
perceptions of artworks as timeless artefacts. Timeless, because these physical
testimonies of human creative thought tend to speak of the past and contribute
to the intellectual and creative development of future generations.

The simple result of the calculation related to our digital, not to mention virtual
reality, is that the information we want to convey to future generations is tied to
a single discourse in the development of our technocratic society.

With the development of artificial intelligence
in the last decade, the very involvement of humans as irreplaceable idea
generators begins to be questioned. A civilization discourse that still needs
to withstand the test of time. The future of conveying ideas in their material
packaging, such as books and artistic artefacts, with great enthusiasm, is
increasingly being replaced by virtual and, let's say, intangible forms of long-
term communication.

Until the invention of vinyl as an object capable of archiving sound, music was
transmitted through time by playing. Before the advent of paper, the knowledge
that our ancestors had, was also a product of verbal transmission. Are we, the
dependents of today's "toys", ready to transfer our knowledge if we lose those
"toys", at some point?

It is striking that humanity has lost more in its continuity over the centuries than
it has gained and developed. Just think of the cement, which, as an important
and indispensable construction material in our time, has been forgotten
multiple times throughout history, or more precisely, knowledge of its creation
has been lost. The recipe was never written in stone. It is more than obvious
that throughout history, humanity has discovered, forgotten, and rediscovered
the same discoveries. Constant questions arise about the origin of historical
artefacts and structures, as well as their occurrence. The pyramids are still
considered tombs of pharaohs, and their creation remains a mystery. Will we
ever be able to unravel it? Numerous artefacts and objects remain subject to
speculation, their true knowledge hidden in Plato's realm of ideas, remaining
an eternal mystery.



The digital and virtual replacement of physical reality poses a serious threat to
future generations. Imagine a global catastrophe, whether natural or caused by
ourselves. We start from scratch.

Ex Libris means marking ownership, a physical collector's ownership of
books with special value for the possessor. A physical collection of knowledge
intended to endure for future generations. An individual and familial collection
marked with a graphic representation that can be in the form of a symbol or an
illustration with specific meaning. A kind of logo for a book collection.

The word Ex Libris itself, translated from Latin, means "from the books of..."
or figuratively, "this book belongs to...” Conditionally speaking, the discipline
of Ex Libris is directly related to the graphic art of printmaking. Specifically, Ex
Libris is a piece of paper with a printed image indicating ownership. Printed
and treated like other familiar graphics produced through high, deep, or digital
printing, marked with technique and signed by the author. It can take the form
of a stamp applied to the first page of the book or be printed on paper that is
additionally added to the book. It is a discipline that nurtures and combines two
traditional and material categories.

Despite the fact that the oldest examples of Ex Libris can be found from the
time of the pharaohs as ownership marks, Ex Libris as a separate artistic and
applied category is defined with the discovery of printing techniques and paper
in Europe. Specifically, from 1450 onwards, with the first recognized Ex Libris
for the German priest Johannes Cabenberg, known as the "Hedgehog," where
a hedgehog is represented as a symbol of the owner. Later, Ex Libris, besides
being an ownership mark attached to the book, becomes an object of exchange
and collector's passion. From the 19th century, exhibitions dedicated to this
relatively new artistic category began to be organized. Competitions started,
and societies of Ex Libris art enthusiasts were formed.

Ex Libris becomes a graphic category that surpasses its initial purpose as a
mark of ownership and, as such, survives in our time. With digitization and
technologies replacing books, such as digital reading tablets and computers,
this discipline is more of an artistic category than a mark for someone's library
and collection. Ex Libris remains a nostalgic category whose purpose is to
remind people of another reality, very different from the current one.

The International Biennial Ex Libris Exhibition, organized by Sonja Dimovska,
serves precisely that purpose. A reminder of another rhythm of life, of a time in
which societal and social discourse was forged over more than a millennium
and which suddenly begins to fade and be replaced by a completely different
reality. Testimony to this nostalgia is the numerous participants from all over



the world, their obsessive dedication to traditional techniques and principles of
work. Unfortunately, graphic art as an artistic medium in contemporary society is
still a dying category, and therefore, | believe it is of great importance to remind
ourselves that work in the realm of ideas and its material manifestation are two
sides of one portrait, and their synthesis is what makes art one of the most
important components in the structure of a healthy and progressive society.
| dare say that art, in essence, is a mirror of human dualism. Specifically, a
reflection of its spiritual and material nature.
